The recently passed Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act contains NO specific language protecting the
conscience of health care workers or providers regarding performing or participating in abortions. The Act
prohibits plans from discriminating, but does not restrain the government from discriminating against a health
care provider or health care entity when it comes to the funding of health care. Thus, without specific
language, such as found in the Weldon amendment, the government can withhold tax dollars from health
care entities that refuse to do or participate in abortions.
